NATIONALITIES:  Ruthenes & Poles from Bukovina & SE Galicia 

ACTIONS
• 1914:  On border patrol in Bukovina in Aug; Czernowitz, 23 Aug; Zloczow, 26-

28 Aug; retreated west in the sector S of the Dniester, 31 Aug-4 Sept; attacked 
toward Lemberg, 9-11 Sept; general retreat under 2 Army in mid-Sept; transfd to 
1 Army, N of the Vistula, in late Sept; advanced to the Nida under I Cps, 27 Sept-
5 Oct (incl. Klimontow, 4 Oct); San-Vistula confluence, 6-8 Oct; guarded the 
Vistula at Solec, 11-27 Oct; Ivangorod, 22-26 Oct (incl. Solec action, same 
dates); Opatowka Battle, 31 Oct-2 Nov; Cracow, 16-25 Nov (incl. Skala on 17, 
19 and 21-22 Nov); Limanowa, 1-13 Dec (incl. Raba River, under "Grp Kritek" 
on 8-9 Dec); on 11 Dec, was in Grp Brauner (or HQ of 1 Lst Bde); pursuit after 
Limanowa, N of the Vistula on 14-19 Dec; on the Nida, 20-31 Dec (under Grp 
Martiny on 21 Dec; incl. Nowy Korczyn, 21-25 Dec); dslvd by year's end; 
remnants of personnel were assgd to 1st Lst Bde
