
World Armies German States

• 1914-18:  In the West, mostly in Alsace-Lorraine; briefly to central sector in 
spring 1917 and was Sector HQ "Sisonne" in April (engaged, 16-18 April only, at 
Ist Aisne); then returned to Alsace; was HQ Sector "Mörchingen", April 1917-Feb
1918; HQ "Weiler", Feb-Nov 1918 (for April-Sept called "Weiler-Heiligblasen")

-XVII Reserve Corps
Formed in July 1915 by redesignating "Corps Zastrow", also called "Corps Graudenz" 
(raised on 15 Nov 1914 over Divs Wernitz & Breugel); given # XVII because it was 
associated with XVII (line) Corps for the summer battles of 1915.  In Sept 1917 
redesignated LXVII General Command
COMMANDERS:  Ernst Zastrow, Nov-Dec 1914; Karl Suren, Dec 1914-Sept 1916; 
Reinhard Scheffer-Boyadel, Sept 1916-Sept 1917 (and to Nov 1918)
BATTLES:

• 1915:  In the East - Narew, Orzbach, Ostrow, Tschischev, Bielsk, Wolkowysk, 
Zelwianka, Szczara

• 1916-18:  Stayed in the East - no major actions

-XVIII Reserve Corps
Mobilized in Aug 1914 with cadre from XVIII Corps at Frankfurt am Main; initially 
commanded 21 and 25 Reserve ID
COMMANDERS:  Kuno Steuben, Aug 1914-June 1917; Karl Wenninger, June-Sept 
1917; Ludwig Sieger, Sept 1917-Nov 1918
BATTLES:

• 1914:  Mobilized in the West - Neufchateau, Maas, Ist Marne (from Oct no longer
commanded 25 Reserve ID)

• 1915:  In the West, no major actions (soon became a HQ rather than a unit)
• 1916:  Verdun; from Oct was Sector HQ "Vaux"
• 1917:  Was HQ "Vaux" through June, was HQ "Aisne" for June-July; then moved 

to the East and fought on Putna River; returned to the West at the end of the year
• 1918:  Was Sector HQ "Wystchate", Jan-July - Kemmel Hill (Lys), Somme-Oise, 

II Guise

-XXII Reserve Corps
Formed in Aug 1914, but not complete until Oct; originally commanded 43 and 44 
Reserve ID; during 1916 was also called "Corps Falkenhayn"
COMMANDER:  Eugen Falkenhayn, Aug 1914-Nov 1918
BATTLES:

• 1914:  To the West - Yser River
• 1915:  Went to the East in June - Lubaczow, Lemberg, Krasnostaw, Biskupice; to 

Balkans in Sept for conquest of Serbia
• 1916:  In Jan moved to the West; in summer moved to the East, as a HQ rather 

than a unit - Kovel; in Dec became HQ Sector "Lipa"
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
